Principle:  Canada's professional foresters serve the public interest and understand the role 

of the profession.  Professional foresters practise with integrity, are competent, independent 

and accountable for their actions and decisions. They maintain professional standards and 

conduct based on ethical principles including life-long learning and continuing competency 

requirements.
